	Entry Requirements
	No previous experience or knowledge is required; a competent level of literacy and numeracy is needed to complete this qualification and a commitment to sustainability and the principles of permaculture.

	Course Length, dates & location.
	12 months, Tuesdays, starting 12th October 2010 and finishing 15th November 2011. 9am to 4pm, in Mullumbimby.  This course requires you to undertake one full day in the classroom and an equivalent time completing project work, both practical and theoretical. 


	Required Units of Study
	Certificate III requires you to complete 15 units, 6 of which are compulsory and 9 electives. Completion of the study units requires home work and practical activities.



	Enrolment and Fees
	Enrolment is confirmed on payment of a deposit against the course fee. The course fee is $1,950. The minimum deposit required at enrolment is $500. A payment schedule can be arranged to assist you pay the course over time. You will also be required to purchase recommended texts prior to commencement of the course.
